INTRODUCTION

have to complete one year of community service.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

1. An honours degree in Psychology or an applicable equivalent qualification with a minimum average of 65% is
required. Your application will not be taken into consideration if your average is below 65%.

2. Students currently in progress with their honours degree are required to submit their final honours examination
marks for the first semester as soon as it become available after the closing date of this application, but no later
than 17 July 2024. Students from universities with only year modules with no final first semester marks will

unfortunately not be able to apply.

SELECTION PROCESS

1. PAPER SELECTION:
Staff from the Psychology Department are involved in the paper selection process.
All complete applications are considered for paper selection, which will take place on 31 July 2024 and 1 August
2024. Paper selection is done according to several criteria. Ratings are collated and a shortlist of candidates who will
be invited for the selection week from 2 September 2024 — 5 September 2024 is compiled.
The outcome of the paper selection will be e-mailed by the 4t of August 2024.

Due to the large number of applications, no individual feedback will be provided to unsuccessful candidates.

2. SELECTION WEEK :
The selection panel consists of staff from the Department of Psychology as well as external members from various
internship sites.
Selection takes place from Monday 2 September 2024 — Thursday 5 September 2024 at the Potchefstroom

Campus. All the invited applicants are expected to be available for the duration of the selection.
